DRESS CODE

The Academy has adopted the following dress code. Students will be checked for proper dress code when they arrive at school. If the student is out of uniform, the following policy will be followed:

· First Offense: student will call home to try and get the item(s) needed to correct the uniform and a pass for the day will be written. 

· Second Offense: Student is written up for a uniform violation and parents are notified

· Third Offense: Student will be sent home for the day 

Students who repeatedly violate the dress code may be unable to participate in dress down days.

BOTTOMS

Bottoms must be a solid color, navy blue.  Casual dress pants, skirts, long shorts, skorts, or jumpers are acceptable.  During warm weather, navy blue shorts of a modest length may be worn.  NO blue jeans or denim of any type or color including overalls are allowed. A solid color belt is required for grades 2nd through 6th. Belts must not be a distraction from the uniform and have a regular belt buckle. 
TOPS



Collared shirts must be solid white with NO colored trim or decoration of any kind.  NO shirts with any type of print, writing, pictures, etc. may be worn to school.  Tank tops, t-shirts, sleeveless t-shirts, open mesh, jersey shirts, and hooded sweatshirts are NOT allowed.  Sweaters or crew-neck sweatshirts must be solid white or navy. 
FOOTWEAR 

Shoes must be gym shoes. For safety reasons, NO slides, sandals, thongs, or other open-toed or open-heeled shoes may be worn at school.  NO student is to wear any type of high-heeled shoe to school.  If snow boots are worn to school, the student must bring a pair of uniform shoes to change into. Students must wear socks.  Girls may also wear navy or white tights and knee-highs.
HEADWEAR

Hats, sweatbands and kerchiefs are NOT allowed to be worn IN THE BUILDING.  Students are encouraged to wear hats outside the building, especially in winter.  Although beads are an acceptable hair accessory, beads with sound effects (such as bells or noise makers) are NOT appropriate for school.
Since many of the students have similar garments, to minimize lost articles of clothing it is extremely important that the student’s first and last names be written with indelible marker in all clothing worn to or at school.  Initials are not adequate because some of the students have the same initials.

Students who are representing the school at an official function or public event may be required to follow specific dress requirements.  As a representative of Weston, all students must follow the dress code when participating in any school sanctioned field trip.
